Questions Regarding the Theoretical Tools: 

1. How did racial distinctions develop, and what role did they play in shaping European imperial control? 

2. Which one or two of the theoretical tools that we have examined best explains European expansion between 1492 and 1850? 

3. Which one or two of the theoretical tools that we have examined best explains the Scramble for Africa in the late nineteenth century? 

Questions Regarding Intentions:

4. To what extent were Europeans trying to export their own social and cultural structures to the "New Europes," and to what extent were they simply trying to get things to send home? Was there some kind of pattern to all this? 

5. What kind of agency or influence did colonized peoples have after the Europeans arrived? How did the responses of the colonized deflect or transcend European influence?

6. Were European empires planned, or did they they just happen -- because of larger economic or population trends that were outside anyone's control? In other words, did the Europeans mean to do it?
