Mary, a member of the bourgeoisie and a capitalist, owned a little lamb.
 She fleeced the lamb as often as she could. Its fleece was white as snow.
 And everywhere that Mary went, her lamb was sure to go.
 All the while, it was plotting revolution, for it had joined the vanguard of the proletariat.

Once upon a time, there lived three bears.
 They formed part of the lumpenproletariat.
 They lived in a big house in Idaho.
 They did not believe in the abolition of private property.
 Many other Idaho residents would agree with them.
 Lamar Bear said as much in a letter to Bugs Bunny.
 Bullwinkle Moose of Frostbite Falls, Minnesota, would eventually try to persuade his friend Bunny of the opposite view—arguing to Bunny the importance of transcending private property and achieving a communal form of living.
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Some points to notice in these examples of proper citation formats: 

--In the notes, the author names are given in natural order, while in the Works Cited the name of the first author is reversed to last name, first name.

--Books have their publication info. in parentheses in the notes, but not in parentheses in the Works Cited.

--For books: In the notes, the three major elements (author, title, publication info.), are not separated by periods. There is a comma between the author element and the title, but not even a comma (only a space) between the title element and the publication element. In the Works Cited, on the other hand, there is a period after each of these three major elements. 

--For books: A fourth element, such as a translator’s name or a series title, can be added between the title and the publication info. See the Hildegard Blow example.

--For journal articles: After the author name(s) and the article title (given in quotation marks), the third element is the italicized journal title followed by the volume and issue # (then the date info. in paren​thesis) and lastly the page #(s). Give the full page refs. of the article in the Works Cited. As in the case of books, the 3 elements are separated by periods in Works Cited but not in the notes.

--For book articles: In Works Cited, first give the author and title of the article, then the title and editor of the book, then the pages #s of the article in the book, and then the publication info. In the notes, omit the whole article’s page #s and end with the page #s for the parts of the article that you are citing. See the Goldilocks examples.

--After your first reference to any one item, for the rest of your paper use shortened references: last name of author(s), shortened title, page(s).

--In note 10, the letter is given whole in the printed source, so the word “given” is used; in note 11, only some part of the letter appears in the printed sourcee, so the word in the note is “quoted,” not “given.”

--For further information, see Turabian. For odd cases, and how to deal with archival sources and govt. docs., see the Chicago Manual of Style. 

--Don’t use so many footnotes so close together as I have done in this fairy tale example.
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
